Minutes of 1st SWOP Annual Meeting (25th November 2004)

The minutes were then approved as a true and correct record.

Matters arising
Bursary information:  K. Munro said that she had not yet had time to put this onto the SWOP website but that this would be done over the forthcoming holiday period.

4.
Nominations/Endorsement of SWOP Business Committee members

K. Munro said that she had decided to stand down as Chairperson as she had been in post for two years.  She was delighted to announce that V. Wells had volunteered to act as the new Chairperson and would take over this role in February 2006.  
N. Brotchie had also decided to stand as Treasurer as he had been in post for several years.  An expression of interest had been received from someone to take over this role and this was still to be confirmed.  SWOP members would be informed in due course.

T. Spratt had recently joined the Business Committee and she was very welcome.  

A. Martin had recently resigned from the Business Committee due to work commitments.  SWOP members officially thanked A. Martin for all her hard work and efforts, particularly in developing a template and new format for the SWOP directory and assisting it getting it up to date.  

One vacancy still existed on the Business Committee.  The duties were not onerous.  Four meetings were held a year, some being held immediately before the SWOP members meetings.  Anyone interested in joining could email K. Munro or P. Hill.
5.
Financial statement

N. Brotchie said that the SWOP balance currently stood at £4,301.86.  The increase in revenue had mainly come from the recent Electronic sources of Scottish legislation seminar.  He had received 58 payments.  Two payments were still outstanding and he was chasing these up.  

It was agreed that it would be good to keep fees for events down to an affordable level.  SWOP was happy to consider applications for bursaries for events such as relevant seminars, workshops and for SCOOP meetings.  The Business Committee had agreed that it was very important that a SWOP member should be present at all SCOOP meetings for information gathering, networking, and to raise SWOP’s profile.

Scottish Parliament report

E. Stirrat said that a survey of partner libraries had been done.  The results received so far had been positive.  K. Munro asked if the results would be made available.  E. Stirrat said that she would find out and let SWOP know.  It was agreed that it would be useful to know what official publications the partner libraries held.  Entries for the partner libraries on the SWOP directory would be very useful too.
7.
Astron report
The Astron report had been distributed and would be included as an annex to the minutes.  

K. Munro asked about the changes to the format of the Weekly and Monthly Lists.  I. Wylie said that the feedback received had been that most people would prefer a Word document rather than a .pdf as the former allows for a cut and paste facility.  The font size would also be larger.  K. Munro asked if it would be possible to put live links to documents.  I. Wylie said the links were live but it would be time consuming to trigger the link.  SWOP was concerned that there was no presence on the Astron website about official publications.  

I. Wylie agreed to pass this request on.
8.
TSO report

The TSO report had been distributed and would be included as an annex to the minutes.

TSO would no longer provide Scottish Executive nor Scottish Parliament papers.  Anyone who had a TSO Select account would receive credits.  K. Munro asked P. Hill to send out an email to SWOP members advising them that they would need to approach Blackwell’s in order to register their standing order requirements.

Office of the Queen’s Printer for Scotland

The OQPS report had been distributed and would be included as an annex to the minutes.
10.
Electronic publishing

SWOP Special Meeting on Electronic Publishing:  K. Munro said that this had taken place on 10th November 2005 and was well attended.  The minutes had been distributed.  As a result of the meeting four basic principles had been established:

1.
SWOP would write to the Scottish Executive and the Scottish Parliament requesting that a basic minimum of one print copy of all SE and SP papers should be placed in the National Library of Scotland.

2.
SWOP would ask for an official commitment from organisations to an electronic archiving policy for all documents that are accessible on websites

3.
Publishers contracted to organisations should undertake that they would pass on their archival records to any new chosen contractor.  It was agreed that a print on demand service for web-only documents should be requested from Astron publishers.

4.
In the event of no response being received on item 1 a petition would be made to the Petitions Committee of the Scottish Parliament.

R. Waldhelm asked if the deposit system of one print copy for web-only documents would only operate from now onwards.  It was agreed that a list could be produced retrospectively for any items that may not have been received in printed form.  D. Hart suggested that there could be a statement of regret that no depository library had been established for web-only documents but that a basic minimum of one printed copy should be forwarded.  A deadline for a response should be given.

K. Munro asked how SWOP members felt about a flexible Astron print on demand service as many organisations would not want a subscription service.  I. Wylie of Astron said that this might be feasible and that now was the time to request this and it would be useful if organisations could be specific about particular titles, and the time scale involved.  It was agreed that the deadline should be set in time for the next SWOP meeting which would probably be by the end of January 2006/start of the next Parliamentary session.

11.
Events and future activities

SWOP seminar on Electronic Sources of Scottish Legislation (6th September 2005)

K. Munro said that this had been very well supported with 80 attendees and a good variety of speakers from the library and information world, plus the four major commercial providers, some of whom also had exhibition stands, and hand-on sessions and demonstrations available during lunchtime.  There had been some very positive feedback, and in particular many people had commented that they had enjoyed SWOP speaker, D.Hart’s overview presentation, and had suggested that it would be very useful to run a full day’s seminar on an introduction to official publications.  K. Munro thanked D. Hart sincerely on behalf of SWOP members for his very valuable contribution to this topic.  
The Business Committee had discussed future events and activities and had come up with two suggestions: 

1.   Copyright seminar on official publications -   D. Hart said that it should include a practical element using printed and electronic publications, and consideration of the effects of digitisation.
2.   Introduction to official publications – Many people said how they had enjoyed D. Hart’s overview at the recent SWOP seminar and would like a whole day on the topic.  K. Munro said that this would need input from SWOP members and that their expertise could be drawn on.  The seminar could be advertised widely, and in particular to attract library school students and library administrative staff.  This event could probably be run on a yearly or biannual basis.  K. Munro thanked D. Hart sincerely on behalf of SWOP members for his very valuable contribution to this topic.

Freedom of Information
K. Munro drew SWOP members attention to an article in a recent issue of Refer in which the Scottish Information Commissioner had ruled that placing information on a website does not necessarily mean it is accessible to the Scottish public.  This advice seemed to fly in the face of publication scheme guidance and could have considerable impact on organisations.

2.
UK official yearbook
From 2006 the yearbook would only appear as a web version.

3.
UK Parliament website
The UK Parliament website is to be revamped in 2006 but no indication has been received of any consultation process.  SWOP would report to SCOOP that they would like to have the opportunity to make comments on the new look website.  SWOP members were asked to keep a close eye on the issue and let SWOP officers know if they hear anything about a consultation process.
4.
Parliamentary Information Management System (PIMS)
The POLIS database had been replaced by PIMS.  PIMS would be officially launched and become live in early 2006.

5.
House of Commons 19th Parliamentary papers digitisation project
Google print has gone into partnership with the Bodleian Library to digitise House of Commons 19th century Parliamentary papers.  It would be interesting to find out if this would be a free or subscription-based service.

6.
Dandy publishing practice
Dandy booksellers were now producing “non-official” copies of Westminster and Holyrood statutory materials (Acts, ASPs, Sis and SSIs) at significantly reduced costs relative to the “official” versions.  K. Munro said that she wished to bring this to the attention of  SWOP members.  Donna Ravenhill from Dandy had indicated that she would like to remain on the SWOP mailing list.
