1. Minutes of the last meeting, 10 September 2009 – Agreed
2. Matters Arising 

a. Re 4 – Web continuity – NLS has so far catalogued 100 SG electronic publications and made them available via Voyager LMS.  2000 titles to be done to cover all electronic only items back to 2004.
b. Re 8 – TSO had circulated notice re Daily, Weekly, and Monthly lists

c. Chair thanked NAS again for the Tour which followed the last meeting.

3. SWOP Officers 

a. Valerie Wells and Brian Bourner demitted office. There being no other nominations from the floor it was agreed Jan Usher will take over as Chair and Fiona Laing will take over as Secretary and will also continue to look after Membership and Liaison activities. Jill Evans will continue as Treasurer for another year. 

b. Kay Munro will take over responsibility for updating the SWOP Directory.

c. Business Committee members – Valerie Wells leaving; Karen O’Brien and Kirsteen Valenti joining.
4. Treasurer’s report – previously circulated - attached
a. Chair noted a healthy balance was maintained.

a. Electronic only publications will in future be branded with a tagline

a. SP Bibliography issued.

8. OQPS Report

a. No report submitted

b. Chair reminded meeting of OQPS view that anything printed as a result of print-on-demand was subject to Legal Deposit.
c. Statute Law Database.  Unlikely to be fully up to date in the near future – especially as regards non UK legislation - SWOP members remained hopeful that the database will continue to improve.
9. OPSI Review of Public Library Subsidy – consultation closes 8 January 2010
a. Helen Creeke had suffered a travel disaster trying to get to the meeting, but wished to remind SWOP members that the consultation on the Review of the Public Library Subsidy Scheme was now live and that she would be happy to help with any queries.

b. The meeting felt the online GetAMap option was not real substitute for the supply of paper Ordnance Survey maps. The meeting felt a switch from paper to online access for ONS statistics would create a break in continuity, particularly where historical boundaries might be involved.

c. It was felt public library users would prefer paper as they were often not sophisticated enough as online users.

d. A subsidy cut could significantly affect libraries’ purchasing power in future.
e. As there would be no SWOP or BC meeting before 8 Jan it was agreed SWOP would contact SCOOP Secretary to coordinate responses and that the SWOP BC would meet electronically to agree a SWOP response. 
10. SWOP Activities

a. SP Partner Libraries – Susan Mansfield updated the meeting on the progress of the review.  A representative advisory group – some 12 to 15 members - will be established to work with SP to ensure parity of access to its materials.  The group may work virtually.  An Online Guide to assist lay users may yet be developed.  Paper documents will still be provided if required. Lending of paper documents will be re-examined in the context of the SP’s overall focus on parity of access.  There is no set timescale to complete the exercise but a budget to facilitate electronic access is only available to the end of this financial year.
b. Public libraries involvement in SWOP – A section of February’s SWOP meeting would be devoted to public library issues. 

c. SWOP Display Boards – Meeting agreed maximum of £500 could be spent.
d. Training events

i. Made in Scotland seminar would not be run

ii. Suggested seminar on PQs / SPQs – meeting decided there would not be enough support.

iii. Liz Mackie presentation on EU materials – agreed it could be published on SWOP web site

e. SWOP Web Publishing group / web editor – SWOP could provide added value for official publications users though a more fully developed and managed web site.  It would be ideal if 2 or 3 people, not necessarily BC members, volunteered to take this on.

12. Date of Next Meeting – February 2010 (exact date tba)
To mark the 10th Anniversary of Devolution the meeting was followed by Presentations from invited speakers who addressed The impact of 10 years of devolution on official publications.

The meeting was very appreciative of these presentations and very grateful to the speakers. Ideally SWOP would like to make the presentations available on its web site so long as presenters were agreeable and no breach of copyright was involved.

Brief notes on the presentations: 

1. Janet Seaton (ex Head of SPICe) spoke about the pressures and difficulties involved in setting up SPICe, and the importance of trying to make the right decisions on things like series numbering because of their long-term impact.  She considered the problems of reconciling the differing interests of acquisition, research, preservation, and archiving  as opposed to general public access.  She felt this conflict had not yet been resolved and pointed favourably to the US federal depository library system which provided public access for all.  The massive tide in digital content meant it was dangerous to act like King Canute. It was increasingly hard to define what constituted a publication, although the FoI Publication Schemes helped. CyberCemeteries were badly needed to ensure continued access to materials issued by bodies which no longer exist.
2. George Woodman (Resource Team Librarian, Northern Ireland Assembly Library) spoke of the history of the NI Parliament since 1921 and how its traditions – such as printed Hansards and Statutory Rules - coloured the publications of the devolved Assembly which finally met in 2006.  He noted the unforeseen impact of “Section 75” Equal Impact Assessments on publishing - since exclusive online publishing might breach the rule.  The old monopolistic world of  HMSO publishing, catalogues, and bookshops was being replaced by electronic publications on dedicated web sites, publications which did not indicate source, and policies which existed only as departmental circulars and statements in Hansard.  Departmental Names and document titles might be in English, Irish, Ulster Scots, or any combination of these. Publications were increasingly electronic only and a Google site search was often the best way to find them. NI Assembly Papers were no longer issued in numbered sequence and were often hard to identify as such.
3. Rob Phillips (Official Publications, National Library of Wales) provided a broad overview with many appropriate quotations from Welsh politicians.  From the beginning the Welsh Assembly pursued an electronic only approach.  It established a network of 40 libraries across Wales which received paper copies of documents to back up online access. A catalogue of all Wales publications was made available online together with an public request facility.  The Assembly established 4 physical outposts, manned by librarians, in different Welsh towns.  Originally one library served both parliament and executive (Assembly and Government / civil service) but in 2006 it was separated into two bodies, one library based at Cardiff Bay serving the Welsh Assembly and another based at Cathays Park serving the Welsh Assembly Government / civil service.  The process for enacting legislation is very complex and remains little understood amongst the general public. There have been 4 different Assembly web sites since 1999 and while some information from them is preserved, much is lost.  The NLW now aims to archive all Welsh official publications and participates in the TNA / BL web continuity scheme.  Bilingual publications were rare when devolution began but are now the norm.  This includes the Welsh Hansard, and all web sites. Bilingualism is supported by all the political parties in the Assembly.
