Paulette Hill had decided to stand down as Secretary due to pressure of work.  The Chair thanked Paulette for all her work over several years. After this meeting Brian Bourner would take over as Secretary. 

5.
Financial statement

The Treasurer’s report is attached.  

As SWOP seemed to be reasonably secure financially the Chair suggested that the recently introduced SWOP Bursary might be more widely advertised.  K Munro suggested people might wish to apply for it to pay to attend SWOP’s forthcoming official publications course.

6.
Scottish Parliament report

E. Stirrat said that there was a new Head of Information Services, Susan Mansfield, at the Scottish Parliament.  She reports to Janet Seaton.  The five team structure has been reduced to three teams.  The next Business Bulletin will not be a live link as it is  a service that is only being trialled.  The SP 2004-5 Bibliography is due in 2007.  Some SP web pages are being worked on and these include those holding the Bibliography and the Fact Sheet pages.  A glossary is also being developed.  The next volume of SP Statistics, covering 2002-3, is expected in April 2007.  The data may only be available online.  The exact format, pdf or Excel etc, has not yet been decided.

7.
Astron report

Astron’s report is attached

F. McParland said that copies of printed bound volumes of Scottish Bills were generally not available as only a limited number were printed to satisfy standing orders. However it was still possible to place orders for copies that would be printed in future.  The Annual Bibliographies for both the Scottish Parliament and the Scottish Executive had been delayed because of the lack of a good bibliographer.  Lynsey Paterson’s appointment should resolve this problem.  The SE Bibliography is expected in Easter 2007.  T. Spratt noted that the new SP Bibliography will be in an A4 easy to use format.
8.
TSO report

The TSO report is attached.

R. Waldhelm asked about the significance of William Lea acquiring TSO.  D. Lavery said that the new owners were primarily a print procurement and print management business and that TSO would retain its own identity.

9.
Office of the Queen’s Printer for Scotland

The OQPS report is attached.

L. Torun noted that website hit rate data may be presented graphically in future. Asked about recent organisational restructuring, Lesley said OQPS still exists, along with HMSO and The National Archives (TNA), as part of the Office of Public Sector Information (OPSI), which is itself part of the Department for Constitutional affairs (DCA) family of organisations.  Functionality still remains largely separate and OQPS continues to have staff in both London and Norwich. 

The Chair enquired if any more historical data was becoming available digitally.  K. Munro noted that SCOOP has reported that the House of Commons Hansard is being retrospectively digitised.  The House of Commons has also digitised all Local Acts from 1797 onwards and all Censuses from 1800.  Proquest had made an arrangement with JISC for its database of 18th and 19th century House of Commons papers to be freely available to higher education libraries via Athens.  

It was agreed that it would be useful for the SWOP website to include a page with information on progress in respect of historical digitisation projects.  This would be discussed at the next Business Committee meeting.   

10.
Report on SWOP activities in 2006

The Chair had attended two meetings of SCOOP in London, in May and September.  The Copyright seminar run by SWOP was well attended and very successful.  The course was well received according to returned evaluation forms. It generated significant useful income. Another course, on the legislative process, was now being planned to be held in Edinburgh in April under the title Made in Scotland.  The SWOP Directory and the SWOP website pages were updated.  Work was continuing on guidance for the  Scottish Executive re their web pages and publications.

11.
Future activities

(1) Training courses, including the legislative process course, would be an important focus.  There would also be efforts to increase the breadth of membership of SWOP, focusing on currently unrepresented users of official publications such as charitable bodies.  Several SCOOP meetings would be held in London in 2007, one in January, one in May and one in September, and an invitation would go out to SWOP members inviting anyone interested in attending.

The Chair then invited opinions on other activities that should be pursued.

(2) M. Forrest and O. Jones asked whether the quality of indexing in official publications should be taken up as an issue. D. Lavery and F. McParland noted that indexers were used by TSO and Astron.  Indexing was applied where it was justified by the nature of the publication, the producer was prepared to pay for it, the speed of publication required allowed for it, and the extent to which a procedure for presenting publications according to a pre-set timetable or a section at a time was in place.  D. Lavery noted that TSO have a close relationship with the NI SPO so that a publication schedule can be mapped over the whole year. T. Spratt added that lack of production timetables also affected the Scottish parliament’s indexing work, but that retrospective indexing, by adding headings to metadata, was a possibility.  House of Commons staff create the Hansard indexes and the time available for the work affects the output quality. 

D. Lavery added that publishers’ attention needs to be brought to the cost-benefit of indexes, especially in terms of long-term historical use.  He noted that bound volumes of Hansard, which contain the definitive text, are fully indexed, unlike the daily versions.  Neither 

D. Lavery nor M. Forrest and O. Jones saw post-hoc loose-leaf indexes as appealing  It was noted that CUP and OUP were currently creating embedded indexes during the electronic publication process.  D. Lavery felt SWOP could usefully find a way to advise individual publishing units in the Scottish Executive about particular publications that would benefit from an index.  K. Munro agreed that relying on the search function within the pdf format is not ideal. As regards finding an indexer, the Society of Indexers web site ( http://www.indexers.org.uk/ ) lists indexers available and gives their areas of subject expertise.  F McParland said she would welcome any feedback on how publications produced by Astron were used and would feed this back to the publishing areas.

The Chair said that SWOP would keep indexing on the back burner as an issue for SWOP to address.  It was agreed that wherever lack of indexing caused a problem it should be drawn to the publisher’s attention.  Even where timescales and money were tight it was agreed to recommend that publishers arrange for basic indexing.  

(3) Edith Wemyss, Aberdeen Central Library, had written to suggest a focus on how to trace older official publications and a review of current archiving policies.  The Chair agreed this would be discussed at the next Business Committee meeting.

(4) Edith Wemyss, Aberdeen Central Library, had written to suggest a review of the development at Scottish Parliament partner libraries.

(5) The Chair said that SWOP had previously considered a training course on international publications but had been unsuccessful in finding a speaker.

(6) T. Spratt suggested a course on EU publications.  The Chair noted that several people had been approached but no-one had wanted to take this on.  K. Munro said there was a danger of SWOP activity overlapping with the Association of EDC Librarians, Europe Direct, and the European Information Association.  

(7) J. Carson suggested a focus on the various sources of Environmental official publications.  These include SEPA, SEERAD, DEFRA, and the Environment Agency.  A subject specific training session would be useful.  The Chair noted that this might be a useful approach and could be followed with e.g. a session on Health publications. 

K Munro suggested that it would be of general use for SWOP to establish links with other organisations such as the Scottish Law Librarians Group (SLLG) and the various CILIPS groups.  This would also help to broaden awareness of SWOP.  R. Gisborne offered to scan Blackwells databases for suitable membership groups.

(8) K. Munro suggested that it would be useful to gather comments on how the Scottish Executive’s web pages could be improved and feed this information back to the SE.  It was noted that Alistair Allan, who runs an official publications course, had provided feedback to the SWOP Chair.  Known drawbacks to the SE web pages include – indexes which don’t work, individual items being very hard to locate, no support for searching by ISBN or SE Paper number, over-reliance on browsing, partiality in that comprehensive retrieval is never possible, some publications only appearing on agency web sites, poor compatibility with the Macintosh browser. 

E. Macdonald suggested that SWOP should first find what guidance is given to publishing units in the SE, e.g.  via its intranet.  No response was received from SE in response to the last letter sent.  F. McParland will raise the issue with the SE.

It was suggested SWOP could conduct a survey to assess customer satisfaction with the SE web site.  This could be done using a questionnaire to interview people collecting publications from Blackwells.  Analysis of the results may be a problem. R Gisborne suggested Blackwells might be prepared to offer an incentive to encourage returns.  T. Spratt noted that a sample survey conducted following the issue of the last SP Annual Report generated a large number of responses.  K. Munro noted that such a questionnaire would ideally be directed to people dealing directly with the publications rather than those just collecting or downloading them. 

J. Evans suggested a survey report or article could be written analysing an individual SE publication.  L. Clark suggested the report could appear in the SE’s in-house publication, Scoop.  K. Munro suggested such an article could be formally published in an academic journal.

1. 
The Re-use of Public Sector Information Regulations (SI 2005/1515) 

1.1
As well as the presentation made by Jim Wretham to SWOP on 7 September, the Information Policy team held a seminar in Glasgow on 1 June which was hosted by the Scottish Executive. The team has also been in discussions with the Scottish Parliament, focussing on the steps they need to take to meet their responsibilities under the regulations, and they gave a presentation to senior officials on 16 November. 

1.2
The TV video PSI Explained has been successfully streaming since July, with a link from the OPSI homepage.

1.3
OPSI published its report following the first complaint received under the Regulations. The report following the complaint made by Intelligent Addressing against Ordnance Survey can be found on the OPSI website at:

OPSI has also contributed evidence to the Office of Fair Trading who are currently carrying out a study into the commercial use of Public Sector Information and whose report is expected shortly. 

1.5
The re-use of Public Sector Information has also been the subject of a number of articles published in the Guardian as part of its Free our Data Campaign. Carol Tullo subsequently participated in the debate “Free our data: should public sector information be available to all for the cost of reproduction?” hosted by the Royal Society for the Encouragement of Arts (RSA) [17/7].

2.
Annual Volumes and Editions

2.1
The Annual Volume of Acts of the Scottish Parliament 2005 published 2 October, closely followed on 16 October by the Annual Edition of Scottish Statutory Instruments 2005.

2.2
The Public and General Acts Bound Volumes published 29 September (for the Tables and Index) and 23 October for the main body. The Annual Edition of Welsh Statutory Instruments also published in September.

2.3
The Annual Edition of UK SIs 2005 Part I published 29 June and Part II published 30 October. Work is well underway for Part III and we hope this will publish before the end of January 2007. Work has already started on 2006 Part I which we plan to publish in the first quarter of 2007.

3.
Scottish Statutory Instruments

3.1
A total of 520 SSIs were registered by the end of October 2006 compared with 478 SSIs made during the same period in 2005. We are glad to report that all of the print SSIs are now produced using the SI template.

4.
Civil Service Year Book

4.1
The 44th edition of the CSYB published on 31 July. The 45th edition is in the final stages of preparation and is due to publish on 15 December.

5.
Edinburgh Gazette

5.1
The new Gazettes contract was won by TSO and came into effect on 1 October.

5.2
The capture of the complete archive of the London, Belfast and Edinburgh Gazettes is now nearing completion. The bulk of Edinburgh Gazettes from 1820 to date have now been uploaded on to the Edinburgh Gazette website and can be found at:

http://www.gazettes-online.co.uk/generalArchive.asp?webType=2
Some of the editions were borrowed from the Edinburgh Central Library for scanning and our contractors have rebound them to resemble the original bindings. The Gazettes websites will also transfer shortly to a .gov domain and will incorporate a number of desirable improvements in the presentation of information. Existing bookmarks etc should continue to link to the correct page. 

5.3
The microfiche Company Law Notifications Supplement to the London Gazette ceased publication at the end of September with its content moved to the Gazettes website. TSO have been contracted to ensure continued deposit of this supplement at the Legal Deposit Libraries.

6.
Command and Departmental House of Commons Papers 

6.1
As a result of the award of the new Command and House Paper contract, which was recently awarded to TSO, and came into effect on 1 October, a number of changes are taking place to the Official Documents website which also moves to a .gov domain (www.official-documents.gov.uk). A number of design improvements will also be made to the site including use of the Integrated Public Sector Vocabulary (IPSV) in the metadata for each paper. 
7.
OPSI and OQPS websites 

7.1
A number of improvements have been made to the OPSI website including:

· Seven RSS feeds for new legislation launched in July. These were greeted with some acclaim by the online legal community. For example, “This is a superb development for lawyers and legal librarians wanting to keep their finger on the pulse of legislative change” said www.insideoutlegal.com. Along with the RSS feeds the “new legislation” page was completely revised.

· An entirely new, Google search appliance based, Advanced Search facility was launched complete with re-designed search interface and new mark-up for search results. This gives users much more finesse when it comes to using the Advanced Search. 

· The Chronological Tables of Local and Private Acts web pages were updated to the end of 2005.

· All the Primary Legislation menu pages were replaced with a new mark-up combining links to the PDF version of Acts and links to the Explanatory Notes.

· All the SI and SSI menu pages were replaced with a new mark-up and links to the PDFs and Explanatory Memoranda. The deployment of this new content was carefully synchronised with launching an adapted version of menu page creation program. Given the hundreds of pages involved the scope of this work was significant. 

· RSS feeds are also planned to be added to the OQPS website.

There have been 269 Scottish Statutory Instruments and 6 Statutory Instruments published since the last SWOP meeting.  There were 213 corresponding Explanatory Notes uploaded to the OPSI website.

TSO has successfully renewed its contracts with both Houses of Parliament for the printing and distribution of Parliamentary papers, together with their electronic publishing on the internet and the Houses’ intranet.

TSO has also successfully renewed its contract for production and publication of The London, Belfast & Edinburgh Gazettes.
Over the last year TSO has been managing the project of digitising the complete back catalogue of the Gazettes, the newspapers of record for the UK, a major part of this project has included digitising The Edinburgh Gazette. This project has now been completed and is available for anyone to freely view on The Edinburgh Gazette website from 1820 to the present. Although there are still some gaps in the collection we intend to fill them shortly. This has attracted much attention amongst those interested in official publication, historians and members of the general public.
