2.
Minutes of the previous meeting (22nd April 2005)
Item 8 – OQPS/HMSO, paragraph 3, line 1.  Delete ‘770’. The sentence should read 

‘The number of Scottish Statutory Instruments registered in March 2005 was 112.’

Note:  Since the meeting L. Torun had emailed the correct figure as given here.
Subject to this amendment the minutes were then accepted as a true and correct record.

3.
Matters arising

1.
Bursaries for SWOP members

K. Munro said that this information was not yet on the SWOP website.  N. Brotchie then read out a draft on the policy on bursaries.  Bursaries would work on the principle of reimbursement only for the cost of reasonable public transport costs and/or fees for events within the U.K. relevant to SWOP members (e.g. seminars, workshops, courses).  Where a meeting lasted for two days, the cost of overnight accommodation would also be reimbursed.  Bursaries would not be available for attendance at SWOP meetings.  

In return the attendee would be expected to either write a short report which would be posted on the SWOP website, or to give a presentation at a SWOP meeting, or both.  Applications should be made to the SWOP Secretary.  SWOP members then unanimously agreed the draft principles.  The finalised application form and guidelines would then shortly be posted on the SWOP website.

It was also agreed that a section should be put onto the website for library schools in order to encourage membership and to alert students to bursaries.  R. Waldhelm said that from his experience it was often difficult to get students to take up the offer of bursaries.  K. Munro said that nevertheless it was important to reach out as membership only stood at 63.  

F. McParland suggested that membership should be widened out to cover the booksellers’ arena.  She agreed to liaise with V. Wells over this.  T. Spratt said that the 

Scottish Parliament Information Centre was responsible for partner libraries so they could also be canvassed.  R. Waldhelm commented that relatively few law librarians attended SWOP.  He was happy to advertise SWOP in a law newsletter and would liaise with V. Wells over this.

2.
SCOOP meeting (11th May 2005) 
J. Usher had attended the SCOOP meeting in London and had given a report on SWOP’s current organisation – its revitalisation and setting up of a Business Committee, which meets quarterly to action on agreed matters, establishment of a bursary scheme for assisting members to attend seminars and other events that employers would not reimburse. The problems that the Official Publications Unit was currently experiencing in obtaining electronic only publications were raised.  SWOP would write to the Scottish Executive about this.  SCOOP had asked for any correspondence to be copied to them.  SWOP had been in discussion with tutors at Strathclyde University regarding the provision of a training module on official publications for post-graduate students.  SWOP also ran seminars on similar lines to those that SCOOP offer.  A seminar on official statistics had been very well received and SWOP was organising another seminar in autumn 2005 on electronic sources of Scottish legislation.
3.
Increase of electronic only publications

K. Munro expressed her concerns that since October 2004 there were over 200 electronic only publications with ISBNs produced by the Scottish Executive which had not been received by the National Library of Scotland and other libraries.  She had listed these and passed the list to F. McParland of Astron.  This appeared to be an increasing policy of the Scottish Executive.  F. McParland said that there was no fixed pattern because publishing budgets were not centrally held.  It was up to individual departments how they published.  Statistical bulletins were now only available electronically and were free.  Some departments published limited print runs dependent upon budgets, and to a dedicated distribution list.  The over-riding factors were cost-driven.  There was no correlation between the size of the departments and their budgets; they were based on historic reasons and previous budgets.

SCOOP had raised concerns about the Cultural Commission report and had asked for feedback on this.  F. McParland said that Astron had printed 100 copies of the 500 page document in June 2005, which had all been distributed to ministers, the press and media.  However, Astron had done another print run of 1,000 copies at the end of August and after the distribution of legal deposit copies, copies to respondents, co-funders and SPICe, there were 400 copies available for any interested parties to order via Blackwell’s Bookshop, 53 South Bridge, Edinburgh EH1 1YS (Tel:  0131 622 8283).   It was also available online at the Scottish Executive website – www.scotland.gov.uk.  Once the 400 hard copies were exhausted it was unlikely that it would be reprinted.
F. McParland also raised the problem of care standards material which had been priced but the minister had insisted that the price was taken off.  K. Munro asked if would be possible for Astron to run a print on demand service.  F. McParland said that Astron would be very willing to provide this for SWOP.  It was agreed that Astron would discuss this further at a special meeting with SWOP members.  F. McParland said she would discuss the issues of payment with Alison Ross, Scottish Executive Publications Manager, and would ask her to contact K. Munro.  

It was agreed that a letter would be written on behalf of SWOP to the Scottish Executive raising its concerns about the increasing policy of electronic only publications and the difficulty in gaining copies of these.  It was also agreed to draw up a letter to the Cultural Commission.  It might be possible to forward this to the Scottish Parliament Petitions Committee.

F. McParland said that Astron could provide a list of electronic only publications produced since October 2004, plus the electronic version of their catalogue for 2004.  It was also due to go to print shortly.  Cumulations would be on a quarterly basis.         Action:  F. McParland
The problems of links that move and DOIs that do not necessarily work was also raised.  When links move this needs to be registered with an agency and be updated.   F. McParland suggested that it would be possible to burn documents onto CDs and deposit these with the NLS.  It was agreed that there was a need to have printed copies of publications in multiple locations.  K. Munro agreed to invite Alison Ross, S.E. Publications Manager to a special meeting with interested SWOP members and Astron.  T. Spratt said that it would be a good idea to invite someone along from the S.E. web team.

F. McParland agreed to produce a list once SWOP had given an idea of their requirements so that the costs of a print on demand service could be provided.  She suggested that S.E. electronic only documents could be printed as a bundle.

Astron has links to UKOP and gives printed copies to UKOP.   Information is also cut and pasted from TSO, and TSO also provides information to UKOP.

N. Brotchie asked if it was an option to have some volumes in the passage of bills series via a print on demand service rather than having them all.  F. McParland said that this would be possible but Astron would need to know in advance was needed.

4.
Financial statement

N. Brotchie said that the balance had slightly decreased from April and now stood at £3593.45.  The Electronic Sources of Scottish Legislation seminar would bring in over £1,200 from fees (approx 60 paying attendees at £20 per head).  The catering bill was expected to be  £466.00 so there would be a surplus of around £700.  The fee had been pitched at a low level to encourage attendance.  Most payments had now now been received.

5.
Scottish Parliament report

The Scottish Parliament bibliography was progressing and the corrected proofs would soon be returned to TSO.   A further proof will then be issued so that changes can be checked, but it is hoped that the Bibliography will be out shortly.  SWOP will be kept informed of progress.  Staff were working with Astron on the next issue.  Document Supply has asked Partner Libraries what publications they require for the forthcoming year.  The annual report should appear at the end of September 2005.  The Gaelic version would probably be out by the end of October 2005.  SWOP members should ask T. Spratt if they wanted a copy and she would arrange for them to be put onto the distribution list.  
The Passage of bills series, Volume 33, on Community care and health, was due out at the end of October 2005.  It was planned to put the title of each bill onto the Astron website.  It was possible to specify which particular bill is required.  Around 40 bills would be published between September and the end of November at an average cost of £60 each.  Volume 34 on Wild mammals would not be produced in sequence as it was very complex.  All details of bills would appear in the Astron Daily and Weekly Lists.  K. Munro asked if it was possible to put details of the Passage of bills series onto the SWOP website.  This was agreed to by Astron.  All orders for bills should be placed to F. McParland on the Astron Lists.
6.
Astron report

F. McParland said that a written report from Astron would follow in due course.  

All Astron Weekly Lists were now on the SWOP website.  K. Munro asked if there was any possibility of a web version.  F. McParland said she could look into this but it would be down to cost considerations.  SWOP members would be informed that the Astron Weekly Lists now appeared on the SWOP website.  A link to the TSO Daily Lists on the TSO website would also be added.  K. Munro suggested that it would also be useful to have links into other sites that produced reference and statistical material (e.g. Palgrave).  The SWOP website was receiving several hits a month so it would be very useful to add in such information.

K. Munro raised the problem of over 200 Scottish Executive publications with ISBNs which were still outstanding since October 2004, and asked F. McParland if there were still distribution problems with Blackwell’s.  F. McParland said that the reason could sometimes be that the Scottish Executive were not always supplying to Astron or Blackwell’s.  
F. McParland said that she would see that the publications on the list were chased up.  There was a member of Astron staff assigned to do this and it was a full time job due to the sheer volume involved.  It was agreed that it would be useful to have someone from Blackwell’s to attend SWOP meetings as a representative       Action:  F. McParland
F. McParland explained that the Cultural Commission report had appeared on the web and that an initial 100 copies had been printed for distribution to ministers, the press and media.  She had arranged for a further 1,000 copies to be printed.  These would be available for purchase via Blackwell’s.  She would also send an update to SCOOP about this as they had expressed their concerns.

The Scottish Executive bibliography for 2004 would be produced both in print and electronic format.  It would be out at the end of September or early October 2005.  It had four indexes and a new format.  The next bibliography would retain the same format and there would be a catching up process so that the 2005 edition should be published by the first quarter of 2006.

7.
TSO report
The TSO report had already been tabled.  Sarah Wells introduced herself as TSO Sales Manager for the Library Channel.  She said that it was not within her remit to act as the TSO SWOP representative.  However, she had spoken to Dan Lavery, based in Belfast,  who had also taken over Grant Laing’s role, and to Karen Pope, Publishing Account Manager.  K. Pope would act as the TSO SWOP representative and would attend future SWOP meetings.  

S. Wells agreed to provide a listing of TSO staff with their roles and responsibilities to the SWOP Secretary, P. Hill.

8.
Office of the Queen’s Printer for Scotland/HMSO

The OQPS report had already been tabled.  L. Torun highlighted some points from the report.  OPSI and its website was now up and running.  HMSO still existed with responsibility for copyright and contracts.  Contracts for the publication of legislation had been awarded to TSO.  Contracts for the publication of the Gazettes, including the Edinburgh Gazette, and Command and House Papers are currently being re-tendered.  The European regulations on the re-use of public sector information, regarding the copyright implications for commercial use, had come into force on 1st July 2005.  The OPSI website gave links to best practice on such issues.  Scottish and Welsh annual volumes of statutory instruments were now priced in line with the size of UK wide publications.  This had led to a considerable reduction - from £1350 to £225.  Executive notes to the 2005 SSIs were now being published in full text (.pdf format) on the website along the relevant SSI.  Statistics on the number of hits to the website were now collected differently but the number of users had been consistently increasing.  

L. Torun agreed to check on the number of Scottish Statutory Instruments which had been registered in March 2005 and would let the SWOP Secretary, P. Hill, know the correct number, as it had been misquoted in the SWOP minutes of 22nd April 2005.  
Note:  Since the meeting L. Torun had emailed P. Hill and had confirmed that the number was 112.

9.
Educational role for SWOP

In the absence of J. Usher there was no feedback on progress with assisting with the setting up a module on official publications at the University of Strathclyde.

K. Munro asked for SWOP members to send her any suggestions for content for the links section on the SWOP website.

Official publications guides on the SWOP website would be very useful.  L. Mackie and Southampton University had already provided some guidance.  

10.
SWOP seminars

Feedback from the recent Electronic sources of Scottish legislation seminar had been very positive.  The event had been very well attended with excellent presentations, and an opportunity for demonstrations and hands-on sessions at lunchtime.  David Hart had given an overview, and Tony Hopkins and Clare Allison had spoken about the forthcoming Statute Law Database.  All the major commercial providers had been present so it was an excellent opportunity to see what was on offer.  The organisation and catering had run smoothly and the event had been a financial success, with the price being kept at a low level in order to encourage attendance.

It was proposed that SWOP could develop a running programme of seminars and workshops using the expertise of SWOP members which would be useful to students and professionals new to official publications.  Attendees at the recent seminar had expressed the wish that an event should be run on the lines of the overview given , but with some more details and practical experience of various types of official publications.   This proposal would be put to the wider SWOP membership for consideration.  

SCOOP had recently proposed the idea of running seminars in Scotland.  It was agreed that SWOP had already run some successful seminars on similar lines to the SCOOP seminars.
K. Munro suggested that it might be more appropriate to run a joint venture with SCOOP in the future, if the topic had a more general, or Westminster context.  This proposal would be put to the SWOP membership for consideration.  K. Munro said that they would also respond to SCOOP along these lines.

11.
AOCB

K. Munro announced that as she had acted as Chairperson for two years she now wished to step down at the end of the year.  However, she was willing to stay on the SWOP Business Committee, as had already been agreed.  N. Brotchie then announced that as he had acted as Treasurer for over four years he also wished to step down.  It was agreed that these vacancies would be advertised to the SWOP membership for consideration.

12.
Date and location of next meeting

The next meeting would be the SWOP annual meeting, which would be followed by a social gathering.  It was proposed that this should be in late November.  A notice and agenda would be sent out to SWOP members once the details had been finalised.

European Directive on the Re-Use of Public Sector Information

1.1
The Re-use of Public Sector Information Regulations (SI 2005/1515) came into force on 1 July 2005 and implements the EU Directive into UK law. The aim of the Regulations is to encourage the re-use of public sector information by removing obstacles that stand in the way of re-use. The main themes are improving transparency, fairness and consistency. In doing so it will help stimulate the development of innovative new information products and services across Europe, so boosting the information industry.

Annual Volumes and Editions

2.1
The Annual Edition of Scottish Statutory Instruments 2003 published on 28 June 2005. The price fell dramatically due to the introduction of revised pricing arrangements which will relate the price of the Scottish Volumes and Editions to the prices charged for UK Volumes and Editions. Whilst the 2002 edition, which consisted of 2569 pages, cost £1124, the 2003 edition at 2285 pages was put up for sale at £250. The 2004 Edition is largely completed and is on schedule for publication in October/November 2005 for a similarly low price.

The Acts of the Scottish Parliament 2004 published on 30 August. The Annual Volumes of Public and General Acts 2004 are expected to publish in early October.

The UK Annual Edition of SIs 2004 Part I published on 6 May 2005 and Part II is due to publish this month (September).

The Annual Edition of SIs made by the National Assembly for Wales 2004 is due to publish this month (September). The new pricing structure will also affect this publication favourably. The 2003 edition was priced at £1,350 for 1,984 pages in 2 volumes, whilst the 2004 edition will retail at £225 for 2268 pages, also in 2 volumes, a reduction of more than £1,000!
