2.
Minutes of the previous meeting (5th December 2005)

The minutes were approved as a true and correct record.

3.
Matters arising

Bursaries for SWOP members

K. Munro had put the bursary information and form up onto the SWOP website.  She had a student who was very interested in official publications and might be interested in applying for a bursary.

SCOOP meeting, 11th January 2006, London

V. Wells had attended the SCOOP meeting.  The concerns and issues discussed were similar to those looked at by SWOP – e.g. archiving of web-only publications.  SCOOP had produced a code of practice on good practice for departments.  SWOP Business Committee had discussed this at the morning meeting and had agreed that this was an excellent idea.  It would be looked at again with the aim of adapting and producing a SWOP code of practice.

The SCOOP Chairman, Alastair Allan, and the Secretary, Howard Picton, were both stepping down after many years in post.

SCOOP had a training programme of seminars and courses organised but this would not impact on SWOP.  SWOP would continue to organise its own seminars and workshops.  

 House of Commons and Lords Hansards had been digitised from 1803 onwards and would become freely available and would be searchable.  The Gazettes were also undergoing a digitisation programme.  

TSO had recently announced in its publication SOLAR that they were opening their annual conference to academic and special libraries; previously it had been aimed at government librarians.  It would be held on 6th April 2006 in London.  K. Pope would supply further details and P. Hill would email these out to SWOP members.

The Statute Law Database project had been ongoing for 25 years.  Testing had started but was currently only be available to those with access to the GSI website, due to technical issues.  D. Hart had been invited to do some testing on behalf of BIALL.  This would start in April or May.  HMSOHMSO and OPSI were currently in discussion with SLD to make access available via the OPSI website.  There would be more widespread testing from April.  

A. Pawsey said that he would contact Tony Hopkins of SLD in the following week and say that SWOP wished to be involved in testing.  T. Hopkins would be giving a demonstration of the SLD at the next SCOOP meeting in May.  A demonstration would also be given at the BIALL conference.

Increase of electronic-only publications

K. Munro had written to both the Scottish Executive and the Scottish Parliament raising SWOP’s concerns.  She had received a very positive reply from the Scottish Parliament.  It would be scanned and emailed around SWOP members.  There had been no response from Scottish Executive so far.  A. Pawsey said that deposit of electronic only publications was currently only voluntary but would soon become a legal requirement.  An OPSI  group was working on the detail.  K. Munro said that it was important to have at least one printed copy of each publication in the National Library of Scotland.  A. Pawsey was talking to the 

British Library in order to identify and close any gaps.  The British Library, 

National Archives and the National Archives of Scotland were currently working on an archiving project of important collections.

A. Pawsey raised the problem of consultation documents.  An increasing number of these were web-only documents.  Problems could occur when the final documents were produced, and sometimes the consultation document was taken off by the webmaster.  

J. Usher said that NLS had a list of web-only documents so the gaps could be identified.  The British Library had been printing off such documents.  F. McParland said that Astron now  listed web-only documents.   Since December 2005, 95 web-only documents had been listed, twice the amount since the previous year.  A. Pawsey said that access to documents was a key initiative of UK government.

SCOOP had produced a code of practice, which acted as a protocol for good practice.  This would be passed onto the Cabinet Office.

SWOP were pleased with the positive response from the Scottish Parliament and would reply and keep the dialogue going via the NLS.  A response from the Scottish Executive would be chased up as a letter had been sent to them in December 2005.  Under FOI they were obliged to respond.

Passage of Bills series

Astron said they could not provide a list of subscribing institutions without gaining permission.  

K. Munro suggested that instead a question could be asked as part of an email sent around to update the SWOP directory – Do you have the Passage of Bills series?

4.
Financial statement

N. Brotchie said that the balance was still very healthy.  It stood at £4,317.13 at the end of December 2005.  £1,200 had come in from the Electronic sources of Scottish legislation seminar.  £466 had been spent on catering and there was a net profit of £734.  This, plus income from the statistics seminar and interest on the account made a surplus of £1,006 in 2005.

N. Brotchie had announced at the previous SWOP meeting that he wished to stand down as he had acted as Treasurer for several years.  V. Wells said that a call had gone out for volunteers but so far no one had come forward.  The duties were not particularly onerous.  Most of the work was concentrated when an event was run, once a year.  The Treasurer need not feel obliged to attend SWOP Business Committee meetings.  J. Evans then kindly volunteered to take on the role of Treasurer.  She would liaise with N. Brotchie about the handover.

The accounts needed to be audited.  J. Usher said that she could recommend an auditor from the NLS.  No payment would be required but it would be appropriate to offer the auditor a token of SWOP’s appreciation.

K. Munro agreed to make the name changes of the SWOP Business Committee and put these onto the SWOP website.

5.
Scottish Parliament

A survey of the partner libraries had been done.  E. Macdonald would need to check with the partner libraries first to see if it could be made available.  T. Spratt said that a review of all Scottish Parliament business publication was to be done – e.g. re the format, user friendliness etc.  External users would be consulted.  She would keep SWOP members informed.

6.
Astron report

The Astron report had been distributed and would be included as an annex to the minutes.

Bound volumes were in progress.  Scottish Executive web-only publications now appeared on Daily, Weekly and Monthly Lists.  The SE Bibliography for 2004 was going to print and would be out at the end of February/early March.  The SE Bibliography for 2005 would be out in June 2006.  Feedback and comments re the layout and format, and any requirements for further detail were welcome.  

F. McParland said that web-only lists could be produced for different periods (e.g. quarterly, or by topic, or by type of document – e.g. consultation document, health documents).  It was agreed that a subject arrangement was best and that the Astron web-only monthly list would be supplied to SWOP.  K. Munro would put the list onto the SWOP website.

Astron could provide a print on demand service if there was sufficient demand (e.g. 20 from the group).

No distribution problems had been reported from Blackwell’s.

7.
TSO

The TSO report had been distributed and would be included as an annex to the minutes.

8.
OQPS/HMSO

The OQPS report had been distributed and would be included as an annex to the minutes.

A. Pawsey said that no complaints had beenbeen received yet on the re-use of public sector information.  HMSO still existed within OPSI and dealt with Crown Copyright and licensing issues.

The Gazettes were all to be digitised and would be up onto the website by September 2006.  P. Hill said that F. Myles had reported that Edinburgh City Libraries had provided a run of the Edinburgh Gazette for digitisation.

J. Evans said that the SCURL Special Needs Group would be interested to hear more about the Browsealoud facility on the OPSI website.  

9.
Educational role for SWOP/SWOP events

Introduction to official publications (including legislation)

The SWOP Business Committee had discussed this idea at the morning meeting.  It had been agreed that a sub group (K. Munro, F. Laing, J. Usher, L. Mackie) should take this forward and produce material for an event to be held in Spring 2007.  D. Hart was asked if he would be willing to act as a speaker as his overview at the legislation seminar had been very favourably received.  D. Hart agreed to act as a speaker.  K. Munro suggested that it would also be useful to have another participant from outwith the library sector.  F. McParland agreed to become involved with the sub group.

Copyright and the CLA digitisation licence

The SWOP Business Committee had discussed this idea at the morning meeting.  It had been agreed that a half day seminar could be arranged for autumn 2006 on this topic.  Although the implications were mainly for higher education it would be useful to see if there were implications for official publications.  A. Pawsey offered to get input from HMSO.  He reminded SWOP members that click-use licences could be used and there were proposals to offer to extend these beyond Crown bodies to other public sector bodies such as county councils.  Potential speakers had been identified (e.g. Laurence Bebbington, Charles Oppenheim) and the HERN User Group could provide guidance.  FAQs could be provided in advance for the seminar.  Queen’s University, Belfast, had a digitisation unit and would be approached for advice.

10.
SCOOP events

SCOOP seminar – Understanding UK official publications

SWOP members were alerted that SCOOP was organising a half-day seminar on understanding UK official publication on xx November 2006 in London.  It would include input from TSO, Astron and Palgrave.

Howard Picton was looking for contributions for a book on official publications.

11.
AOCB

ALGIS and LARIA – research on Scottish government legislation
V. Wells said that this local government group was doing research on Scottish government legislation and required Scottish expertise.  She would find out more.

DANDI – non-official legislation

This could not be used in a court of law.  A. Pawsey alerted SWOP members that legislation could be downloaded as a pdf from the OPSI website, printed off, and could be used as an official document in a court of law.

SWOP directory

The template would be sent out to SWOP members asking for updated details.  A field would be added asking for details of any subscription-based and free electronic sources of official publications used, and access arrangements; this information could be provided on a voluntary basis.
