1. Members introduced themselves.  Chair noted that Jan Usher was ill and would not be able to deliver the planned presentation on ‘Kolkata Connections’.

2. Minutes of last meeting, 12 February 2009, were agreed as accurate.

3. Matters arising from the minutes of the last meeting
3.1. Re 3.3 – One bound volume has been issued and a second will appear in June.

3.2. Re 10.1 – Recent minutes will be circulated to members, as will future BC minutes.

3.3. Re 10.4 – SWOP submitted a response to the consultation.

3.4. Re 10.5 – Funding for MAGIC project has not yet been agreed by HEFC.

3.5. Re 10.7.1 – Made in Scotland did not run in May owing to insufficient demand. It will be run again in the autumn.
3.6. Re 10.7.2 – No suggestions for future seminars received yet.

3.7. Re 10.7.3 – No report yet on funding availability.

3.8. Re 10.8 – No new self-nominations received to participate in the Business Committee

3.9. Re 10.9.3 – Suggestions received for speakers at future SWOP meetings:  Jan Usher  on official publications and Kolkata; Speaker on the second life web site.

4. Treasurer’s Report – attached Annex 1
4.1. In Treasurer’s absence the Secretary read the Treasurer’s report.

5. Parliament Library Network Review -  Susan Mansfield outlined how the SP partner libraries network operates to provide community-based access to information about the SP’s work, its business and decisions, and its MSPs .  The system was under review to see if accessibility, openness, and participation could be improved. Eighty partner libraries are currently supplied with SP information in hard copy but perhaps it isn’t getting the communities involved.  While there seemed to be good engagement with the white middle class people who would be able to find the information anyway, there was little use by other groups.  The SP has commissioned intermediaries to work on best ways to link to black and ethnic minorities, hard to reach young people, and blind / disabled young people. There was no formal partnership with Citizens Advice Bureaux but better engagement may be needed in future. MSPs refer constituents to public libraries generally rather than to partner libraries. It was uncertain whether money should be put into re-inventing partner libraries or whether SP should retreat from the partner library model by simply offering a centralised enquiry service to all public libraries. Partner libraries suffered a high turnover of staff, leading to SP disillusionment with the amount of retraining required. Guidance as provided to partner libraries on how long to keep materials.  On-demand printing was an option but involved issues of cost, demand, time, equipment, and queuing while lengthy documents were produced. The SP was a generally risk
6. Discussion:  KO found limited use resulted from: no easy link between paper sources and online;  poor display material; overwhelming numbers of documents; no easy way to use for the public to use the material to get answers to specific subject enquiries. Where members of the public knew what they wanted they were happy with paper copy but they were increasingly being directed to online use; there were no casual users. But Edinburgh Central Library would still want to hold paper copy.  Hard Copy in the 32 local authority central libraries providing clearer access for other libraries in the local authority area might be an initial saving.  FL noted NLS experienced little demand for SP print publications.  BB said SG found online access sufficient for almost all staff but as solicitors found paper useful the Solicitor’s library had taken on the partner library role.  HC noted that the layman always found it difficult to find specific information to answer specific enquiries. VW  suggested partner libraries could provide a better service if their libraries were better trained, and that online training models along the lines of SWOP’s Made in Scotland and NHS(Scotland)’s  eLibrary  would be useful. The NHS(S) eLibrary was designed to be accessible for different levels of enquiry and Ann Wales was generally approachable for help and guidance.  JC suggested publicity and guidance for use of SP materials could also be usefully disseminated via YouTube and podcasts on iTunes. Easier searching facilities might improve community online searching. 
7. It was agreed SWOP would circulate its members for their opinions on how to improve SP engagement with communities to provide information about the SP’s work, its business and decisions, and its MSPs.

12. OQPS report – Annex 5

12.1. There is no date as yet for complete updating of all Scottish legislation in the Statute Law Database (SLD), but the SLD Editor has established a priority list of statutes for updating and some Scottish Acts are included.

13. SWOP Activities Update – Annex 6
13.1. SWOP banner / display stand - FW will seek information from RR Donnelley on options and costs.
13.2. Web Continuity – FL reported that NLS has 1000 SG publications ready for transfer to its Trusted Digital Repository (TDR) for making available to the public. While there are no technological problems, or authorisation problems (the SG/NLS Memorandum of Understanding has been signed) this pilot exercise is currently delayed owing to staff shortages.  The NLS’s Paul Cunnea and Fiona Laing will be speaking at Government information in the Google age, 2 (run by CILIP’s Government Libraries and Information Group together with SCOOP and the British Library) at the BL in London on 2 November.
13.3. Report from SCOOP meeting 13 May

13.3.1. VW noted  Jenny Grimshaw reported to SCOOP that the TNA Web Continuity process (covering UK government departments) has also been delayed.  
13.3.2. Alastair Allan’s report to CILIP on the 9 October Statistics Users’ Forum (SUF) meeting provides useful information.  SUF is hosted by the Royal Statistical Society (RSS), has funding from ESRC, and has 22 affiliated and co-opted groups and organisations. SUF is concerned with the web-based dissemination of all government statistics and provides a consumer focus for the UK Statistics Authority.  
13.3.3. BOPCRIS, based at Southampton University, has closed.  The information is now supplied commercially by ProQuest.  
13.3.4. Google’s scanning of Oxford University books means some full text House of Lords material is now available on Google Books.  
13.3.5. The BL is relying on the click-use license to harvest web sites, although it will redact any material it finds is not covered by Crown Copyright. 
13.3.6. The Local Authorities Research and Intelligence Association (LARIA)  http://www.laria.gov.uk/ may be useful for contacts in Scotland.  
14. Any Other Business

14.1. FL  raised access to House of Commons sessional papers not published by TSO.  Chris Pond had recommended using POLIS to locate unnumbered and unprinted documents but this did not seem to work for Northern Ireland paper with an ISBN.  TSO will investigate. 

14.2. Two SG Executive Agencies, Fisheries Research Scotland and Scottish Fisheries Protection Agency were discontinued in April and their functions are now carried out by the Marine Scotland directorate in the core SG.  Independent audit shows an average 580,000 users visited the SG web site each month in 2008.  Usage of the SG web site was 6% up on 2007 and usage increased for the sixth year in a row.

We made a formal response to “Interpretation and Legislative Reform (Scotland) Bill”
Fiona Laing and Jan Usher in the NLS continue to work with the Scottish Parliament on archiving and preserving web content.  In addition, a Memorandum of Understanding for the collection and preservation of Scottish Government (SG) web content and e-publications has been drafted and is currently with the SG. It is hoped that a pilot project will begin at NLS in the next few weeks to capture the e-publications in the Library’s Trusted Digital Repository (TDR), with a link to the catalogue records.

We continue to make contact and share experience with organisations involved with official publications, e.g. National Archives of Scotland and SCOOP.
