Minutes of the Scottish Working Group on Official Publications meeting

held on Thursday 8 March 2007 at 2.00pm in the Conference Room,

National Library of Scotland, Causewayside building, Edinburgh
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Scottish Executive LPS/OSSE

1. The Chair welcomed representatives who had managed to attend the meeting despite train service disruptions and the meeting having been re-scheduled at relatively short notice.

2. Minutes of previous meeting (20 April 2006) 


Agreed

3. Matters arising (including actions agreed at AGM 30 November 2007)

3.1. Fiona Laing to check on prices for folders to proved at planned SWOP seminar on legislation sources.  Fiona McParland will talk directly to Fiona Laing re costs and print runs.

3.2. Provision of information on SWOP to Scottish Parliament partner libraries – Edna Stirrat has spoken to Fiona Laing. SWOP material can be included in the next SP mailing to partner libraries.  It was agreed the glossy SWOP bookmark would be sufficient.  SWOP will ensure SP receives sufficient copies.  (Fiona Laing will send them to SP)

4. Financial statement (previously circulated; Annex 1)

4.1. SWOP has a healthy bank balance.   

4.2. As SWOP Business Committee members were generally not members of CILIP they found it difficult to take up an invitation to sit on CILIP committees.  The Chair noted that SWOP is therefore willing to share the cost of someone’s subscription to CILIP to enable that person to represent SWOP on appropriate committees.  Any member wishing to represent SWOP on CILIPS committees should contact the SWOP Business Committee. 

4.3. The Chair also reminded the meeting that SWOP Bursaries were available and that one request for a bursary to attend a Standing Conference on Official Publications (SCOOP) course had already been agreed.  The Bursary application form is available on the SWOP web site. 

5. Scottish Parliament report (previously circulated; Annex 2)

5.1. Presenting the report Edna Stirrat noted that all members of SWOP will receive a copy of the Scottish Parliament Bibliography 2004-5 which will soon be available

5.2. Tori Spratt tabled copies of the SP’s just released ‘Working for You’ leaflet. 

5.3. All SP official publishing would cease with the Parliament’s dissolution on 3 April 2007.

6. RR Donnelley (ex Astron) report (previously circulated; Annex 3)

6.1. Presenting the report Lynsey Paterson noted that all rebranding from Astron to RR Donnelley will be completed by 31 March 2007.

7. TSO report (previously circulated; Annex 4)

7.1. Presenting the TSO report Elliot George noted that on promotion Shona Struthers had now taken over as TSO’s legislation and parliamentary publishing manager for Scotland.

8. OQPS / OPSI report (previously circulated; Annex 5)

8.1. Presenting the OQPS report Alan Pawsey highlighted complaints received about perceived non compliance with the Re-Use of Public Sector Information Regulations.  He also noted that following a review of OPSI, the Office of Fair Trading had recommended an extended role for OPSI in ensuring access to public sector information.  The bound volumes of legislation and statutory instruments for last year were bigger than ever before.  Though now publicly available free of charge the Statute Law Database (SLD) is not fully up to date and it is unlikely this will be achieved before next year.  The OPSI web site of original legislation being made more easily searchable with a better search engine and automated subject indexing.  The OPSI statute law site and the SLD will eventually merge and there may be some changes to functionality.  Camden Council operates a service providing government pamphlets.  The FRILLS service http://cindex.camden.gov.uk/inform/localhelp/FRILLSLeafletService.html  is currently priced at £235 p.a. and is used by a range of customers including several Scottish local authorities.  Any views on likely usage by SWOP members would be welcomed.  Alan will circulate fuller details to SWOP for further consideration.

9. SWOP activities

9.1. Access to Scottish Executive publications via the SE web site: A formal letter documenting problems and requesting action been sent to the Head of Information Management at the Scottish Executive.

9.2. Extending SWOP awareness and contacts – contact has been made with the Scottish Council of Voluntary Organisations (SCVO), the University of the Highlands and Islands (UHI) and the University of St.Andrews.  CILIPS has said it would welcome an article on SWOP for inclusion in ‘Information Scotland’.

9.3. Collating information on ongoing digitization projects for official publications and listing these on the SWOP web site: Action is being taken by Kay Munro. 

9.4. Next SCOOP meeting is on 9 May 2007 in London.  A SWOP bursary could be available for someone to attend as the SWOP representative.

9.5. A number of copies of ‘Indexers Available in Scotland’ 2007 had been received from the Society of Indexers following attendance by their representatives at the recent SWOP AGM.  These were made available members at the meeting.

10. SWOP events

10.1. “Made in Scotland” Legislation Seminar - Scheduled for 17 April 2007 in the Wolfson Suite at Edinburgh University Library.  Attendees will receive a folder of documentation and a free USB stick.  Registration will close on 9 April. There will be a maximum of 20 attendees.  Cost is set at £20.  It is likely that the Legislation Seminar will thereafter be run in other cities. 

10.2. Future training events

10.2.1. Digitization of historic material.  As SCOOP has since announced a similar event it is hoped an event with a specific Scottish focus may yet be run. The SCOOP Digitization of Parliamentary Papers event will be held on 23 April 2007

10.2.2.  Subject-based approaches to official publications. An event focusing on environmental publications is likely to be scheduled for the coming year. James Carson from SEPA has kindly agreed to contribute.

11. AOCB

11.1. Fiona Myles noted that Scottish public libraries, including Edinburgh City Libraries, are now participating in the public library live chat service, superseding Ask-A-Librarian, which provides answers to worldwide enquirers.  Libraries rotate the role and each takes responsibility for the service one day a month.  It may possibly launch as a full-time local Edinburgh service in future.

SCURL Service Development Manager’s Report.

SCURL Working Groups.

Chair of SCURL Health Group.  Irene McGowan of Edinburgh University Library has been appointed as Chair. I have invited a member of the Universities Scotland Health Committee to attend the next Health Group meeting on 13th April. It is hoped that we can usefully extend the dialogue with NHS NES. 

Special Needs Group.

The next meeting is scheduled for 20th March in the NLS Causewayside Building with invited speakers from Capability Scotland to give a practical session on working with disabled users and also a presentation from Gill Price of Accessible Libraries and Information Services Wales.

SCURL Affiliated Groups.

Rare Books in Scotland.

This Group is meeting on 8th March in the Advocates Library, Edinburgh, and will focus discussion on Rare Books Librarianship Training. I am unable to attend this meeting as I am attending the Robert Gordon University Professional Management Panel to discuss librarianship training in Scotland but I have liaised with Brian Hillyard of the NLS and will convey the information to RGU.

Scotland and Northern Ireland Periodical Supply  - SNIPES

I have recently joined this group which is embarking on a tender to procure serial provision for SCURL members. The tender process will begin at the end of March 2007 with a completion date for implementation in summer 2009.

SCURL Projects.

IRIScotland – Institutional Repository Infrastructure for Scotland.

This is a two-year JISC funded project, with 4 principal partners -  Edinburgh University Library, Glasgow University Library, the Centre for Digital Library Research, and the National Library of Scotland. The Project Manager is Philip Hunter. I meet Philip monthly to discuss the progress made and to compile a monthly update for the IRIScotland wiki and to share the reports with SCURL and COSMIC membership. The project’s aims are to provide an organisational and technological  framework for a Scotland-wide institutional repository infrastructure for research. Philip is keen to share the information about IRIScotland and if you wish him to give SWOP members a demonstration then please contact him at Philip Hunter phunter2@staffmail.ed.ac.uk. CASS – Collaborative Academic Store For Scotland.

The CASS collection is held in the Causewayside Building of the NLS and is now 90% occupied with low-use journal titles and monographs. There are 8 partners in CASS depositing material  - Aberdeen University Library, Edinburgh University Library, Glasgow Caledonian University Library, Glasgow University Library, Paisley University Library, Royal Scottish Academy of Music and Drama Library, St Andrews University library and Stirling University Library. The CASS OPAC is available at http://cass.nls.uk. and Inter-Library Services in the NLS provide an electronic document delivery and lending service to partner libraries. If you wish more information please contact Jill Evans who will pleased to assist.

SCURL Project Funding.

SCURL has agreed to financially support development work or project work within the SCURL Working and Affiliated Groups. A maximum award of £3,000 will be available during the 2007-2008 academic year and it is proposed to support three bids each of a maximum of £1,000.  Funding will be available for a range of activities such as research, staff training, service development, collaborative activities etc. More information will be available on the SCURL website. Dates for submission of the bids is 31st May 2007 and the awards will be announced on 27th June 2007. The work is expected to commence from 1st August 2007 and conclude by 31st July 2008. 

Meetings and Groups

COSMIC – Confederation of Scottish Mini-Cooperatives.

COSMIC membership is cross-sectoral with representatives from the archives, museums and library domains and we aim to work towards a Scottish Information Environment. This would allow cross-searching of museums’ catalogues to find the object, retrieve the literature held in the libraries’ catalogues and locate archive information pertaining to the same object. The challenge is adopting the same metadata standard, COSMIC is about to be dissolved and to re-emerge in summer 2007 as the Scottish Digital Access: Archives, Libraries and Museums Working Together. I represent SCURL and assist with organising events, and we are hoping to develop a dialogue with the Museums, Libraries and Archives body in England, and the European Digital library. The Society of Authors in Scotland.

The Chair of the above group has corresponded with SCURL regarding visitor access to electronic information provided in university libraries. The Group has alerted SCURL to the increasing difficulties for researchers who are not members of staff or students of a university, and who wish to access information but the terms of the licence of the resource prevent visitor access. I am meeting with the Chair of the Society of Authors in Scotland to advise on a project called HAERVI with a view to encourage him to contact the Project Manager and share the experiences from the visiting researcher.

(HE Access to E_Resources in Visited Institutions.)

LIBNET – Further Education Librarians Network

I represent SCURL and the Scottish Libraries and Information Council  (SLIC) on LIBNET which is a forum for FE librarians to meet at the Scottish Further Education Unit in Stirling. The Group organises regular Community of Practice events for librarians with the next event scheduled for 7th March in Dunblane Hydro focussing on collaborative activity, new estates, and Efficient Government.

Information Literacy Project Advisory Group.

I was invited to represent SCURL on this group chaired by John Crawford of Glasgow Caledonian University. The group aims to raise the awareness of information literacy in the primary and secondary school curriculum and has recently submitted a petition to the Scottish Parliament. Scottish Libraries and Information Council Further Education Planning Group.

I was invited to join this group when it was launched in 2006 with the remit of organising an annual event for the FE College Librarians, contribute to an e-newsletter on the SLAINTE website and raise awareness of current legislation or funding opportunities from the Scottish Funding Council, the Scottish Executive and the JISC. Training For Librarians in Scotland.

SCURL is in discussion with a number of interested parties who provide training in librarianship. I invited to the recent SCURL plenary representatives from the School of Information Management at Robert Gordon University, Library and Information Studies at Strathclyde University, LifeLong Learning UK Sector Skills Council specialising in library training, the Scottish Academic Librarians Cooperative Training Group, and a member of staff from the Special Collections of Aberdeen University. The interest stemmed from the SCURL Rare Books in Scotland Group who wish Rare Book training incorporated into the 2 Scottish “Library Schools” curriculum. The discussion broadened to the skills required by academic librarians for management posts such as project management, financial management, change management etc. I am now engaged with discussions with Robert Gordon University, Strathclyde University and the LLUK Sector Skills Council so hopefully some positive outcomes will be developed.

Consultations

I have been involved with the Crichton University Campus in Dumfries where co-location of Glasgow University, Paisley University, Bell College and the Dumfries and Galloway College were discussing a shared learning and library building. I have recently been involved with the potential shared space of Heriot-Watt University and the Borders College at Galashiels.
