7. OQPS Report – attached Annex 5
7.1.  The co-location of OPSI/OQPS with Statutory Printer’s Office (SPO) and Statute Law Database (SLD) staff is expected by the autumn. It was noted that there was still a major issue of information currency affecting the Statute Law Database.  A five year backlog seemed to now exist owing to issues around money being allocated to the work.
7.2.  Helen provided copies of TNA’s  “Web Continuity Matters” booklet

7.3.  Re the system for maintaining web site links which Alan Pawsey had offered to demonstrate: Helen was not sure what is currently available for demonstration. 

8. Report on SWOP Activities

8.1.  Chair attended the last SCOOP meeting.  Minutes of the meeting are not yet available.  Use of videoconferencing will be followed up by SCOOP. (Elliott George noted that the videoconferencing facilities in TSO’s offices could be made available.)  SWOP will offer to contribute to the SCOOP training programme.  A new version of “Guidelines for official publications by local authorities” has been issued and Chair will circulate the URL.  The Bodleian Library has produced subject guides to official publications – see Note below.  SWOP will continue to send a representative to SCOOP and will invite a representative from SCOOP to attend SWOP meetings, including the SWOP AGM.  Hansard digitisation process is being pursued by SCOOP.  A separate project for Hansard digitisation is being run by Richard brook although funding is problematic and he has encouraged SWOP to lobby for the project to be continued. Kay commended the SCOOP minutes to SWOP members as the UK Government tended to use SCOOP as its sole contact point on many issues.  
8.2.  “From Parliament Square to Holyrood: historical parliamentary resources online” – Fiona reported that the SWOP seminar run at St Mary street Learning Centre on 23 May was very well received by 34 attendees, two of whom were allocated a SWOP bursary to enable attendance. An article has been written for CILIPS Information Scotland by one of the students from her own archivist’s perspective.  All the speakers were very good.  All reports and papers from the seminar are now available on the SWOP web site.

Julie gave a much appreciated presentation on the insights to be gained from the content of leaflets, diaries, and other materials related to the turn of the century Womens’ Suffrage Movement.  These materials were made available for inspection by SWOP members, and included the diary of the Bridgeton MP Alexander MacCallum Scott.  Julie also discussed the course web site that was developed to link up these teaching materials and showed how this information provided a fuller background to the official publications of the period.  Julie provided a leaflet giving full details of the Special Collections.

English and Gaelic versions of the Scottish Parliament Annual Report 2007-8 are due to be published at the end of June 

Update on revision to the Scottish Parliament Logo
As of 25th April 2008, the Gaelic translation of  ‘Scottish Parliament’ will begin appearing from today on new parliamentary publications, transforming the Crown and Saltire device into a bilingual English – Gaelic logo.  The move comes as part of the Parliament’s Gaelic Language Plan, required under The Gaelic Language (Scotland) Act 2005, which seeks to give effect to the principle that the Gaelic and English languages should be accorded equal respect. 

New parliamentary publications and reports will begin carrying the bilingual device as it becomes the new official version of the parliamentary logo. To eliminate waste and minimise cost, the Parliament will continue to use existing resources such as headed stationery and shop stock until they require to be replaced.

This Draft Bill was recently published (as a Command Paper) with the Explanatory Notes produced on the page facing the text of the Bill. Any comments on this trial would be gratefully received.

Web Continuity Project
5.1
Work on the Web Continuity project, which is being led by The National Archives, is progressing well. Initially the project is aimed at ensuring that all links on government websites can be persisted and that documents will always be able to be traced. A second phase is to enable the Legal Deposit Libraries to be able to readily identify and be delivered those documents which might, had they been produced in print, been deposited under the Legal Deposit requirements. Alan Pawsey is a member of the Project Assurance Board and will keep SWOP up to date on developments. Representatives from the British Library and House of Commons Library are also members of the Project Assurance Board.
