1. Minutes of the previous meeting were approved without amendment.

2. Matters arising – There were none

3. Treasurer’s Report – attached Annex 1

The Finance Minister’s recent statement on publications being increasingly issued only electronically was discussed as a possible problem re electronic access to archives.  The Chair agreed this would be taken up by SWOP.  Only limited numbers are printed for some SP publications so they should be ordered in advance if possible.  The Blackwells online bookshop site is being updated to ensure Scottish Government replaces Scottish Executive in appropriate places.

It was noted that there was still a major issue of information currency affecting the Statute Law Database.  The Chair invited comments on this, and any other issue that was causing concern to members, to be sent to the SWOP discussion list.

8. Digital Archiving - Paul Cunnea reported on developments since his last report to SWOP.

8.1.  NLS now received permission to archive Scottish Parliament web content for public access but authorisation is not yet available from the Scottish Government.  Title level access to content in web sites will be worked on soon.  Public access is expected to be offered in the second half of this year.  The additional NLS staff that will be required have not yet been appointed.  The NLS TDR would aim to provide a single point of access to all permanent information stores.
8.2.  The Government Publications Working Group is now working closely with the Welsh Assembly Government.  Wales has produced an equivalent of the BL guidelines for types of material to be electronically archived, the Spotters’ Guide.  The Chair agreed SWOP could do a draft of what types of publications they would expect to see covered, possibly starting to work from public bodies’ existing Publication Schemes.  The system will incorporate a digital assets management system and a catalogue of all the publications in the system. The link resolver which has been proposed is still a prototype and has not yet been fully tested or demonstrated.  The nature of the material identified for collection has expanded and the list of web sites includes Central office of information and the Civil Service Yearbook.
8.3.  The National Archives (TNA) separate project using European archiving as an agent previously focused only on UK government publications but is now also aiming to cover Welsh publications, local regional public record bodies, and Scotland and Northern Ireland public record bodies.  Non public record bodies will not be included.  TNA suggested that Scotland inclusion would be only if the National library of Scotland agrees and NLS responded that this decision probably rests with the Scottish Parliament and the Scottish Government and its Agency the National Archives of Scotland (NAS).  There may be a possibility of some of the work being proposed by the TNA being duplicated by the NLS.  TNA interest is linked more closely to the Web Continuity project while BL is more interested in government publications per se and the Spotters Guide.
8.4.  The MAGIC Project for a central repository of all government e-publications, a document store rather than a web site store, is looking for HEFC funding.  The London school of Economics (LSE) is leading on this and other participants include Oxford University.  Funding exists for a scoping study to be carried out in July.

8.5.  Papers deposited in the House of Commons library will now be made publicly available on the UK Parliament web site.  Tests are being carried out with a view to making Hansard publicly electronically available.

8.6.  Paul agreed to keep SWOP informed of the activities, and to circulate the minutes, of the various meetings and groups he attended in relation to digital archiving.

9. Report on SWOP Activities

9.1.  Chair attended a useful TNA/OPSI seminar on the Re-use of Government Publications.  It was good that OPSI were promoting this aspect.

9.2.  Dandy’s Public Information Online service was discussed with the suppliers and information on a trial was circulated to members.  The requirements of the Scottish Parliament and Stirling University did not fit well with the service but it was very useful for Glasgow University.  A discount price would be available to JISC members and Associate Members such as the NLS. 

10. Future SWOP Activities
Training Seminars – Next one will be on Friday 23 May on Historical Parliamentary Resources.  The speakers, from Proquest, St Andrew’s University, and BOPCRIS, will be the same who spoke at last year’s SCOOP seminar.  The Made in Scotland seminar will be run in September (date to be finalised).  A European Information seminar is being planned and information from contacts is awaited.

11. Any Other Business

11.1. Jan Usher noted that several SWOP members attended the last SCOOP seminar, but found it poor value.  The cost of £200 per person made the SWOP seminars look very good value.  It was agreed that SWOP should always try to send someone to the 4 times a year SCOOP meetings, particularly as the SCOOP membership is predominantly South East England based. Francesca McGrath attends SCOOP as Chair of the Information Services Group, and is also a member of SWOP. SWOP would be willing to fund travel for people to attend SCOOP meetings where necessary.

11.2. SWOP Treasurer post likely to become vacant shortly.  All SWOP members had been canvassed by email but there were no expressions of interest.  Jan Usher agreed to consider taking on the post.

12. Next Meeting:   Thursday 12 June, Glasgow (venue to be confirmed)
The meeting was followed by a Talk from Paulette Hill on the work of the Historic Scotland library service, which was much appreciated.
The Historic Scotland (HS) “Next Steps” Executive Agency was set up in 1991.  It comes under the Scottish Government’s Economy Directorate-General.  HS staff are civil servants with a separate pay and conditions structure to the core Scottish Government.  HS staff can access the SG Intranet and IT Network.  HS total staff is between 900 and 1000.

The role of HS is to safeguard the “historic environment”, including the guardianship of ancient monuments.  Its staff include archaeologists, architects, conservators, and historians.

There are three separately managed but co-located library operations in HS – HS Library and Records; Image Library (mainly slides and photographs); and Training, conservation, research and education, TCRE, library (mainly technical documents).  
The HS library has a budget of £32k.  The resources bought and used are mainly paper based but access is provided to some external databases such as Idox’s Planex.  A large amount is used to fund Copyright Licensing agency and Newspaper Licensing Agency contracts.  Costs also include binding and occasional purchase of older publications. 

 The catalogue of HS Publications is now a web-only document.   The TCRE catalogue of technical publications is still issued in paper format.  The publications retail section is now based at Newcraighall.

Data Protection Notification Scheme

The annual Data Protection notification scheme is currently ongoing.

The Scottish Parliament publications scheme

The Scottish Parliament publications scheme should be approved in the next few months by the Scottish Information commissioner and once this is done an updated version will be made available on the website.

Revised Leaflets

In line with our Gaelic language plan work is continuing on revisions of Gaelic versions of public information  leaflets Representing the People of Scotland, Work of Committees, MSPs and their Work, Official Report and the Debating Chamber. It is intended to have these printed for the first time by the end of March.

How the Scottish Parliament Works Leaflet

New versions of the leaflet ‘How the Scottish Parliament works’ have been produced by the Public Information Service.  This leaflet now takes into account the Committee name changes which were announced after the election.

1.1.1 1. 
Publication of legislation on the OPSI Website and the Statute Law Database
1.1
We are glad to report that SLD content was made available via the OPSI website in December 2007 and includes all revised legislation made or enacted before 1988. Remaining SLD content will be added in coming months with all content expected to be updated initially on a monthly basis. Legislation on the website has been clearly separated into statutes as they originated (as enacted) and as revised statutes. Comments on the presentation of the SLD content and legislation generally would be welcomed from SWOP members.

We have additionally added PDFs of a large number of UK Public General Acts from 1837 which remain largely in force today. A further batch of such Acts will be added shortly.

Local Non-Printed UK SIs are now starting to be added to the OPSI website, commencing with Orders made by the Electoral Commission. Orders made by the Highways Agency are expected to start being added from May 2008.

It is expected that responsibility for the Statute Law Database will transfer to OPSI in April 2008.

Web Continuity Project

The Web Continuity project is making good progress based on the report on “Maintaining the integrity of the online public face of government” on which the comments from SWOP, SCOOP and others have been taken on board. Amanda Spencer within the National Archives has been appointed as Project Manager charged with delivery of the project and a Project Assurance Board which includes representatives from the British Library, the House of Commons Library and John Sheridan and myself from OPSI are overseeing progress. A pilot of the various elements of the solution is expected to be ready by May 2008 and we will arrange a presentation to the next meeting of SWOP.
