1. Apologies. 2. Minutes of the previous meeting of 14th May 2009. 11.1 Correction to read Moving homes in Scotland.
3. Matters Arising. 3.4. Magic project: It was confirmed that funding was not forthcoming.  13.1. SWOP Banner: a quote for the cost had not yet been received. 13.3. SCOOP Meeting Report: SWOP was not represented at the meeting of 9th September 2009. 13.3.6. Local Authorities Research and Intelligence Association: in progress. 14.1 House of Commons papers not published by TSO but supplied to the Vote Office and to BL every 2 months. The information would then be available on the SWOP website. FL had contacted Jenny Grimshaw regarding the list
4. Treasurer’s Report.  The Treasurer reported the balance of £3,942.24
5. Scottish Parliament Report. Partner Libraries Review: After consultation, it was confirmed that paper copies of government publications will not be available. One suggestion was the creation of on-line learner guidance. Action: JE to liaise with SLIC regarding training, development and advocacy of such a tool.  FL to send a link to the document to solicit comment before the Business Committee meeting in October.  Web Continuity: FL reported the NLS is intending to catalogue government publications which are in dark storage and will be catalogued on to the NLS opac and main database so will be available. 
6. RR Donnelley Report. Fiona Wright reported of publishing the Bibliography
7. TSO Report. 7 ISBNs and 146 SSIs had been published since the SWOP last meeting. The Monthly list had ceased printing and the Annual List required checking.  The Passage of Bills: to be confirmed as the cost is dependent on the page counts. 
8. QQPS Report. The report had been circulated. A watching brief on the Review of the Public Library Subsidy was noted.
9. SWOP Activities Update. Twitter and Government Departments: VW would circulate the Government Departments’ reaction to Twitter.  Statute Law Database:  The members agreed it would be useful to obtain a statement from Alan Pawsey.  The Business Committee had met with Andrea Langson of the Advocates Library regarding changes to the Interpretation and Legislative Reform (Scotland) Bill. The Advocates submitted a letter which FL and Jan Usher had received proposing that a copy should be deposited in the NLS. Note the date of the consultation deadline.  SSIs Print on Demand:  clarification was sought if PoD items were subject to copyright legislation and thus might require deposit in the NLS.  It was agreed that SWOP should write to Sweet and Maxwell on their policy of e-access only and seek clarification that their business model was sustainable.  It was agreed that the forthcoming year’s SWOP Directory should contain a “Who Has What” type entry.
10. Any Other Business.  Alan McAdams confirmed that the Lord Chancellor's Code of Practice on the management of records issued under section 46 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 had been revised. AMcA questioned the position in Scotland, and was pleased to learn from Jenny McDermott that the Freedom of Information (Scotland) Act 2002 Code of Practice on Records Management:
