SWOP Manifesto – The meeting divided into 3 groups to discuss the first 3 points on the  
manifesto. It was decided to put the Manifesto on the SWOP blog for further 
discussion before finalising the document.

Skills Survey – The Business Committee thought that it would be useful to  produce a skills survey in order to collate the expertise of the membership. After the discussions on the manifesto it was decided to extend this to include a survey of the digital assets held in each member’s institution.
The Business Committee will draw up the Skills Survey for distribution to the membership in the next month.
Scottish Government publications – As there was no representative from APS, there was a general discussion about the changeover and the listing of SG publications on the mailing lists that are distributed to SWOP members. 
The Business Committee will write to APS and formally invite them to attend the next meeting.
Fiona McParland emphasised that SG publications can now only be obtained from Booksource in Glasgow [email scottishgovenrment@booksource.net] They can not be obtained through Blackwell although Blackwells is redirecting all enquiries to Booksource.
Fiona McParland will ask if there can be a dedicated person at Booksource to handle SG enquiries.

Morag Higginson reported that her team are now back working at Victoria Quay along with their physical stock. They no longer keep printed copies of the Statutes or the Official Journal.
They have been promoting the SWOP blog to their team. Morag mentioned that they have a training blog where anyone attending training posts their notes etc for the benefit of others. This could also be done on the SWOP blog.
