1. Minutes of the last meeting, 23rd November  2009 – Agreed
2. Matters Arising 

·   Web continuity – This project is continuing well. Paul Cunnea will speak in more detail about this in his presentation following the meeting.
·  Natalie Ceeney, previously at National Archives has been appointed head of the Financial Ombudsman Service.
          Re 3 - SWOP Officers 

· The Chair thanked Valerie and Brian for their contributions to SWOP and noted that tokens of appreciation had been sent to them before Christmas.
·  Confirmation of officers – Jan Usher - Chair, Fiona Laing – Secretary, Liaison and Membership and Jill Evan – Treasurer.
· Business Committee members –Karen O’Brien and Kirsteen Valenti have joined.
Re 9 – OPSI Review of Public Library Subsidy 
· Consultation submitted by deadline of 8th Jan 2010. Karen O’Brien polled for responses amongst the public library community. Although she only received a small number of responses the themes of the concerns were the same – the presentation of the material on line, the financial implications, the difficulties in comparing maps, problems for the general public using this material on an occasional bases with little knowledge of the site. 
      The meeting felt that support is needed to help the user access the information online. SWOP could continue to lobby the need for expertise to use this material. SWOP could provide this from expertise within the group.
There was discussion about raising awareness in SWOP amongst public libraries in the light of these changes. The Chair suggested that a SWOP meeting could be held in the Mitchell Library.
3. Treasurer’s report – previously circulated - attached
· The Treasurer said that she was happy to remain in post until June 2011. She advised that the post was not an onerous one as there had only been 3 actions on the account in the last year.
4. Scottish Parliament report – previously circulated - attached
· Scottish Parliament Bibliography is expected to be published in March. Please contact Edna Stirrat or Fiona Wright if you wish a copy.
· Partner Library Refresh – Karen O’Brien will be the SWOP representative on the Advisory Group. 
5. R.R. Donnelley report – previously circulated - attached
· There was a general discussion about the move towards e-only publications which is good for libraries with storage problems however this may not be the user’s preference. The Scottish Parliament reported that Members liked hardcopy and as  there is no facility for online access in the Chamber hardcopy is essential for them.
St Andrews is reliant on electronic access to materials as a lot of their hardcopy is in storage during refurbishment work. Strathclyde rely on  PIO.

Advocates prefer hardcopy for Court.  There was discussion about the need for hardcopy for authentication.

7. OQPS Report

· Review of the Public Library Subsidy Scheme – should be published in the next few weeks.
· Legislation.gov.uk – This will replace the legislation currently available via the OPSI website. Launch due April 2010. The publishing and standards information held on the OPSI & OQPS websites will be being updated and some information moved to a new home when legislation.gov.uk becomes live. 8. SWOP Activities
· It is hoped to revamp the SWOP website and create a Blog. Kay Munro and Kirsteen Valenti will set this up. This can be used to alert to new publications with some contextual information to give added value.
· The Business Committee put forward the suggestion of setting up an Education sub-committee to look at teaching and training materials that could be added to the website. Volunteers required!
· Survey – Due to the changes in Scottish Parliament Partner Library arrangements and the Review of Public Libraries Subsidy Scheme it was decided that it would be useful to get feed back from SWOP members on particular gaps in knowledge /expertise or difficulties with particular types of publications.
9. AOCB – Scottish Government internet team have an online feedback survey on the front page of their site. Brian Bourner would encourage members to complete this and encourage their users to do so also.
Liz Mackie from Aberdeen Univ. sent an email asking a question of the OQPS representative – “Will the replacement to the Click-use licence be for individuals to sign up to or will there be an opportunity to have a licence that encompasses all members of the University”.
Reply from Dawn Dean OPQS is a follows -  
       The precise form of the licence model we will be adopting has yet to be     determined.  We are working towards a launch around the end of May.  In the meantime we shall be working closely with the Creative Commons people who will be launching a UK-wide Creative Commons Licence.  We shall also be taking into account the views of stakeholders, including organisations such as SWOP.  

There are a number of possibilities open to us, but the main ones are:

a) Accepting the new UK wide CC attribution licence in its entirety; or

b) Using a set of licence terms of our own devising (indeed it could be a variant of the existing PSI Click-Use Licence terms) or the sort of simple wording that we used on the launch of the beta version of data.gov.uk.

However, one thing seems virtually certain and that is that the new licence model will be non-transactional.  This means that there will be no registration or sign up process as there currently is with the Click-Use Licence.  So in the context of the National Library of Scotland, nobody will be signing up but the information as made available will come with a set of attached terms and conditions.
